Food, Rest, & Water 
We ask that you send nutritious lunches and snacks so 
that your children will fully maximize their learning.  Be-
sides oxygen, brain cells also need glucose for fuel.  Fruit 
is an excellent source of glucose as well as dried fruit 
such as raisins.  Students should eat about 2 ounces 
(over 50 grams) of fruit.   Under 10 years of age, students 

should have 9 hours of sleep for the brain to repair cells and store infor-
mation.  From 10-70 years of age, 8 hours of sleep a night is recom-
mended.  A national study was conducted to find that 37% of students 
come to school sleep deprived.  Thank you for helping 
us in these two areas!  Students may bring water bottles 
to school to keep their brains hydrated.  Itôs always a 
good idea to wash down the fruit with an 8-ounce glass 
of water.  The water gets the sugar into the bloodstream 
faster and hydrates the brain.
