These goals are
applied to ten student groups: All Students; Economically Disadvantaged Students; Asian/Pacific Islander Students;
Black, non-Hispanic Students; American Indian/Alaskan Native Students; Hispanic Students; Multi-Racial Students;
White, non-Hispanic Students; Students with Disabilities (IEP); and Students with Limited English Proficiency (LEP). If any

one of these groups does not meet AYP in Reading or Mathematics Proficiency, or in Participation, Attendance Rate, or Graduation
Rate, then the school or district does not meet AYP. AYP also can affect the state designation that a school or district re-
ceives in one of two ways.

The preliminary rating results from identifying the higher value between the percentage of indicators met by your school
and your school's performance index score.
